Dear Colleague: 
  
In this era of high stakes testing and accountability, 
let’s not lose sight of one of the most important re-
sponsibilities of our jobs. We must teach students 
to use their minds well. This means activating prior 
knowledge, asking thoughtful questions, engaging 
students in active learning, and having students 
learn in cooperative teams. The question becomes 
then, how can I teach to state and national stan-
dards and still actively and cooperatively teach di-
vergent thinking, creative thinking, and thoughtful-
ness to my students? 
  
This workshop answers that question. Teachers can 
and must achieve these goals. While cooperative 
learning is one of the most well-researched instruc-
tional strategies that clearly improves student learn-
ing, most teachers have little training in how to ef-
fectively set up and use cooperative teams in their 
classrooms. Most teachers know the importance of 
using higher order thinking skills in all lessons, but 
few know enough strategies to effectively do so. 
Active learning, cooperative learning, and deep 
questioning strategies are the tools that outstanding 
teachers use. 
  
While this is not a Socratic Seminar workshop, I 
look forward to engaging you in the same active 
learning, cooperative learning, and deep question-
ing strategies that outstanding teachers use with 
their students. Research tells us that students and 
adults alike learn best when they are active, when 
they work together with others, when they are re-
flective, and when they are challenged with deep 
and important questions. Expect that and more in 
our time together.
